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Egitim, bireyleri zihnen ve kalben gelistirerek top-
lum tarafindan kabul goren dusunceyi ve degerleri
gelecege tasiyabilecek bir duruma getirmektir. Baska
bir ifadeyle egitim, toplumun gelecegini garanti altina
almak icin bir biitlin olarak toplumu muktezay-i hale
gore egitmek ve Kaliteli nesillerin yetismesi icin neler
yapilmasi gerektigi hususunda plan ve projeler gelis-
tirmektir. Dolayisiyla egitim, bireyle toplum arasinda
nitelikli bir bag kurarak insan fitratina uygun ilke ve
degerlerle sahsiyet sahibi bireylerin ve erdemli bir top-
lumun olusmasina katkida bulunmaktir.

insanlari egitmek icin nazil olan Kur'an’in temel
amaci, insanin Allah ile iletisimini saglayarak erdemli
birey ve toplumu insa etmek, insanin kendini glivende
hissettigi bir toplum olusturmaktir. Tarihte bu misyo-
nu Ustlenen peygamberler insanlar arasindan segilmis
model sahsiyetlerdir. Onlar, tevhit eksenli hak, adalet
ve durustlik gibi ahlaki ve insani degerleri esas alarak
ornek olmuslar, her zaman hakkin ve haklinin yaninda
yer alarak haksizliga karsi cikmislardir.

Dolayisiyla islami egitim anlayisinin Karakteristik
ozelligi, strekli kendini gelistiren ve dogrulari elde et-
mek icin zihinsel ¢aba harcayan bir anlayis olmasidir.
Kur’an’in ilk uygulayicisi olan Hz. Peygamberin (sav)
mescit merkezli egitim yontemine bakildiginda mu-
hatap kitleye deger vererek onlari hanif anlayisiyla
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egittigi gortlmektedir. Yani o, Allah’a kullugu esas alan, akli muhakemesi
ve iradesi saglam olan bir nesil yetistirmis, dogru bilgiye ulasmanin yollarini
onlara ogretmistir.

Egitimin bir amaci da dogru bilgiye ulasmaktir. Ancak sahih bir bilgiye ula-
sabilmek icin, klasik eserleri tanimak (kesfi’l-kadim), klasik eserleri anla-
mak (fehmii’l-kadim), klasik eserleri degerlendirmek (nakdi’l-kadim), glin-
cel hayati bilmek (fehmii’l-cedid) ve dini bilgiyi glincellemek (vasli’l-kadim
bi’l-ced1d) gibi bes asamali okumalar yapmak gerekmektedir. Kesfi’l-kadim,
tarihsel stirecte Kur’an ve Siinnet etrafinda olusan tefsir, fikih, kelam, hadis
serhleri, tasavvuf ve siyaset gibi alanlarla ilgili Miislimanlarin ilmT birikimini
tespit etmekten ibarettir. Fehmii’l-kadim, s6z konusu birikimi anlayabilecek
ilmT bir altyapi olusturarak temel eserleri anlama gayretidir. Nakdi’l-kadim,
gecmis ilmT birikimi takdis degil, takdir ederek elestirel bir bakis agisiyla
yeniden degerlendirmektir. Fehmi’l-cedid, glinimiz diinyasinin toplumsal
yapisini, kurumlarini, distince yapisini, dilini ve kavramlarini anlamak igin
yeterli okumalar yapmaktir. Vaslii’l-kadim bi’l-cedid, ge¢mis ilmT birikimden
istifade ederek islami degerleri toplumun anlayabilecegi bir dil ile topluma
sunmak ve cagdas problemleri bu cercevede ¢ozmektir.

Egitim yoluyla dogru bilgiye ulasmak icin ge¢mis birikimi ve gunumuzi
anlamaya calisirken insanin sayginligini ve fitratini, toplum ve cografyanin
insan Uzerindeki etkilerini, durustlik ve adalet gibi unsurlari da dikkate al-
mak gerekmektedir. En 6nemlisi ise insanin egitim yoluyla gorunusten ziyade
diistince ve Kalp dinyasinin ahlaKi ve insani degerlerle sekillenmesi gerek-
tigini bilmesidir.

Belirtilen bu problemlerin ¢oziml sadedinde o donemin Diyanet
isleri Baskan Yardimcisi Dr. Tayyar Altikulag Hocamizin girisimleri
neticesinde Diyanet isleri Baskanligi biinyesinde, Hizmetici Egitimi
kapsaminda Arapca ve Temel islam ilimleri ile Kiraat alanlarinda
egitim verecek bir kurumun acgilmasina Karar verilmistir. Alinan bu karar
cercevesinde Diyanet isleri Baskanligi’nin, 25 Aralik 1975 tarih ve 5736
sayili onayiyla, Haseki Egitim Merkezi ihtisas Boliimii, 20 Ocak 1976
yilinda “Haseki Egitim Merkezi” adiyla Fatih ilcesi, Haseki Semti’ndeki
Haseki Sultan Killiyesi’nde egitim-ogretime baslamistir.

Kurucu miidiri Mahmut Ozakkas olan Haseki Egitim Merkezi’nin
o donemki ihtisas hocalari Ali Yakup Cenkgiler, M. Emin Sarag, Halil
Glneng ve Mehmet Savas idi. Egitim Merkezi blnyesinde ayni yil
egitime baslayan Asere-Takrib kursu hocalarimiz ise Mehmet Riistii
Asikkutlu Hoca Efendi ve Abdurrahman Giirses hocalardi.

Yapilan ¢alismalar sonucunda 1999 yilinda
egitim ogretim programi Arapca Hazirlik ve ihtisas Egitimi béliimlerine
ayrilmis ve halen bu ikili uygulama devam etmektedir.

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Education brings individuals, by improving
them mentally and spiritually, to a state in whi-
ch they can comprehend and asses social values,
traditions and world perspectives. In other words
education establishes plans and projects to edu-
cate society as a whole in accordance to their con-
temporary needs in order to preserve the future
of humanity and society, and raise a generation of
better quality. Therefore, by qualitatively connec-
ting individuals to society, education contributes
to the development of principles and values in
harmony with human nature which produces vir-
tuous humans and communities.

The main goal of revelation, which is a reflection
of the will to educate people, is to create virtuous
individuals and societies by enabling communica-
tion between humans and Allah, and let people on
earth build the world in safety. Prophets have been
sent to serve as examples to be followed in this
regard, a mission they carried out impeccably by
serving as role models in terms of human and mo-
ral values such as rights, justice, and honesty, cen-
tered around tawhid. They always sided with truth
and with the victims, and stood against injustices.

The characteristic feature of Islamic educati-
on is that it constantly develops itself and ma-
kes mental efforts to obtain the truth. When the
method of masjid-based education of the first who
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brought the Qur’an in practice, The Prophet is examined, it is seen
that he has educated them with the understanding of hanifiyyeh by
valuing the audience. In other words, He raised a generation based on
worship to Allah, which had wisdom and strong will. He teached them
that only this way it was possible to obtain right information.

We believe that obtaining correct knowledge is based on five main
pillars:
Discovering the past,
Understanding the past,
Criticism of the past,
Understanding the present,
Connecting the past and the present,

Discovering the past refers to establishing the historical canon that
formed around the Quran and sunnah in fields such as tafsir, figh, kalam,
hadith commentary, sufism, and politics, and avoiding narrow identifica-
tion with any madhhab or school in doing so. Understanding the past re-
fers to building the scholarly background to understand this canon, gai-
ning an in-depth understanding of the classical works of Islamic science
based on this canon, and comprehending what each contributed to their
fields. Critcism of the past is to appreciate, not sanctify, the histori-
cal scientific accumulation of previous Islamic knowledge and review it
once again with a critical approach. Understanding the present refers to
accumulating knowledge to understand contemporary life and reading
the necessary texts in this regard. Connecting the past and the present
refers to sifting through the historical canon to search for solutions to
problems of the contemporary life. Finally, reforming the present means
an awareness of the need for continuous renewal of the solutions to
changing and evolving social problems.

In short, the education to be provided should take into account the
dignity of humans, the nature of people, societies, and geography, and
justice and truth. Most importantly, it is crucial to base education on
the basic moral and human values of the religion, instead of focusing
on formalities.

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Basic istamic studies are tong-estabiished studies with foun-
dations laid by Prophet Muhammad pbuh and his companions edu-
cated under his guidance. Throughout the history of Islam, Muslim
societies who have contributed to and developed our civilization
cared for this magnificent tree, keeping it alive to this day. When
it comes to this land, the one scholarly tradition that cannot be
overlooked is the Ottoman experience. The effort to base education
on strong foundations, which started in earnest with Mehmet the
Conqueror, played a dominant role in shaping the practice of basic
Islamic studies. Haseki Education for Religious Specialization is
an experience that builds on this well-established tradition and
represents its continuity.

As many observers agree, there have been periods in the history
of religious training and education in Turkey that were characte-
rized by a severe shortage of qualified personnel, due to various
historical reasons. The Directorate of Religious Affairs, responsible
for providing religious guidance, naturally had the primary respon-
sibility to solve this problem. Preacher and Prayer Leader Schools,
Divinity Faculties, and High Islamic Institutes have been establis-
hed in the following periods, but due to the nature of the services
provided by our Directorate, the activities of these education ins-
titutions have not been sufficient to solve the problem. The idea
of Haseki has arguably been a product sprouting from this type of
climate and environment.

In the context of providing a solution to these problems, the
decision was made to establish an institution that would provide
education on Arabic, basic Islamic studies, and gira’at, as part of
On-the-job Training in the Directorate of Religious Affairs, on the
initiative of Tayyar Altikulag, the then Vice President of Religious
Affairs. Within the framework of this decision, Haseki Training Cen-
ter Specialty Division was founded on January 20, 1976 with the
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approval 1842 of the Directorate of Religious Affairs dated September
5, 1975, and approval 4666 dated October 17, 1975, at Haseki Sultan
Campus in the Haseki neighborhood of the Fatih district of Istanbul,
under the name “Haseki Training Center”.

The founding director of the Haseki Training Center was Mahmut
Ozakkas, and instructors of the specialty division at the time were
Ali Yakup Cenkciler, Emin Sarag, Halil Gunencg, and Mehmet Savas.
Instructors of the gira’at division, which was opened within the Tra-
ining Center in the same year, were Mehmet Riistii Asikkutlu and
Abdurrahman Giirses. These instructors, considered to be authorities
in Arabic, basic Islamic studies, and gira’at, were the pioneers of the
‘Haseki Tradition’ and laid its foundations.

Following the redesign of the organizational structure of the Dire-
ctorate by Law no. 6002 dated July 1, 2010, which introduced major
amendments to Law no. 633, Haseki Training Center was renamed Di-
rectorate of Haseki Education Center for Religious Specialization , and
currently operates under this name.
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From the foundation of the Haseki Center to 1999, a curriculum
centered around specialty education was followed. In 1999, the cur-
riculum was divided into the two divisions of Arabic Preparation and
Specialization Education, and this dual approach currently remains
in place. The next major change in the curriculum was made in 2007.
Revisions in the curriculum in 2009, 2013, 2016, 2017, and 2018 were
based on the approach adopted in 2007. The curriculum currently fol-
lowed is the one adopted in 2018.

Currently, education provided by Haseki Specialization Center con-
sists of a total of eleven modules, four of which are for Arabic prepa-
ration and seven for specialty education. Each of these modules con-
sists of ten weeks of instruction and one week of exams, with a total
of eleven weeks.

Textbooks and syllabi followed in the individual courses of these
modules are based on classical works in the field, scholarly works by
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divinity faculty members at Turkish universities, and other works with
wide recognition in the Islamic world.

Comprendre le présent consiste a accumuler des connaissances pour
comprendre la vie contemporaine.

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Comme de nombreux observateurs le reconnaissent, pour
diverses raisons historiques, ’histoire de la formation et de l’en-
seignement religieux en Turquie a été marguée par une grave pé-
nurie de personnel qualifié. La présidence des affaires religieuses,
chargée de fournir des directives religieuses, avait naturellement
la responsabilité premiére de résoudre ce probléme. Les lycées
Imam Khatib1, les facultés de théologie et les grands instituts
islamigques ont été créés au cours des périodes suivantes, mais en
raison de la nature des services fournis par notre présidence, les
activités de ces établissements d’enseignement n’ont pas suffi a
résoudre le probleme. L'idée de Haseki a sans doute été un produit
issu de ce type de climat et d’environnement.

Dans le cadre de la recherche d’une solution a ces pro-
blémes, il a été décidé de créer une institution qui dispenserait
un enseignement en arabe, en études islamiques de base et en
gira’at, dans le cadre de la formation en cours d’emploi a la preé-
sidence des affaires religieuses, a l'initiative de Tayyar Altikulac,
alors vice-président des affaires religieuses. Dans le cadre de
cette décision, la division de spécialisation du centre de formation
Haseki a été créée le 20 janvier 1976 avec ’approbation n° 1842
de la Direction des affaires religieuses du datée du 5 septembre
1975 et ’approbation n° 4666 du 17 octobre 1975 au Haseki Sul-
tan complexe de Haseki, du quartier Fatih d’Istanbul, sous le nom
de «centre de formation Haseki».

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Mahmut Ozakkas était le directeur fondateur du centre de for-
mation Haseki et les instructeurs de la division des spécialisation
de ’époque étaient Ali Yakup Cenkgiler, Emin Sarac, Halil Glinenc et
Mehmet Savas. Les instructeurs de la division gira’at, ouverte au sein
du centre de formation la méme année, étaient Mehmet Riistii Asik-
kutlu et Abdurrahman Gurses.

Ces instructeurs, considérés comme des spécialistes de [’arabe,
des études islamiques de base et du gird’a, ont été les pionniers de la
«Tradition HaseKi» et en ont créé les bases.

A la suite de la refonte de la structure organisationnelle de la
Direction par la loi no. 6002 du 1er juillet 2010, qui a introduit des mo-
difications majeures a la loi no. 633, le centre de formation de Haseki
a été rebaptisé la direction du centre de formation spécialisée en reli-
gion de HasekKi et exerce actuellement ses activités sous ce nom.
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De la fondation du Centre Haseki a 1999, un programme axé sur
[’'enseignement spécialisé a été suivi. En 1999, le programme d’études
a été divisé en deux divisions : préparation de ’arabe et enseignement
spécialisé, et cette double approche est toujours en vigueur. Le pro-
chain changement majeur dans le programme d’études a été apporté
en 2007. Les modifications ammenées au programme d’enseignement
reposent sur ’approche adoptée cette méme annee. Le programme
d’études suivi est celui adopté en 2018.

Actuellement, I’enseignement dispensé par le centre spécialisé
Haseki comprend onze modules, dont quatre sont consacrés a la pré-
paration de l'arabe et sept a l’enseignement spécialisé. Chacun de ces
modules comprend dix semaines d’instruction et une semaine d’exa-
mens, soit un total de onze semaines.
